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kinship while creating a supportive space for community feedback. Your voices,
insights, and lived experiences are vital to this process, ensuring that our space is

truly co-created by and for the community it serves.

o Participants will be able to clearly identify the goals, timeline, and core services of
Edmonton 2 Spirit Society's housing project, including how it provides a continuum of care
through both emergency and transitional housing in Edmonton

o Participants will learn what culturally safe, trauma-informed housing looks like specifically
for Indigenous 2SLGBTQQIA+ individuals fleeing gender-based violence. This project is the
first of its kind in Alberta and only 1 of 4 housing projects that exist for Two-Spirit,
Indigenous LGBTTQIA+ community members in all of Canada

ongoing collaboration in creating this space. There will also be information on our closed
